DSC Race Series 2021 Sailing Instructions
Series 1 will start on Sunday 15th August and finish on Sunday 5th September

1. Rules
1.1 The race series will be governed by the rules as defined in the Racing Rules of Sailing 2021 - 2024

2.- Notices to Competitors
Notices to competitors will be posted on the official notice board located in the clubhouse.

3- Start Times
The first race will start at 14.00 on Sundays and 19.30 on Wednesdays. There may be more than one race at the Race Officer’s discretion

4 -Start Line
The starting line shall be between two yellow marks with a safety boat at one end. All marks of the course shall be of a temporary nature. 

5 -Registration
 All boats must provide their details and sail number to the race committee before launching.
. All competitors shall complete an on-line entry prior to each race day

6. The Courses and marks
 The course and details of the marks is shown in appendix A. Race committee will confirm if course A or B will be sailed.
.
8. The Finish
 The finishing line will be between the two yellow marks with the safety boat at one end.
8.1 The race officer may amend the course to shorten the race circuit in the event of weather or other circumstances after the race has started by displaying the relevant flag signal. 

9 Time Limits 
 The race time limit will be 30 minutes. Boats that do not finish within the time limit will be (W) whiskey flagged and will be awarded a score equal to the total number of boats. 

10 Scoring
. Scoring will be on the basis of the low points system, person with the lowest points will win the series. Points are awarded to an individual regardless of the boat they mail sail any given week. For those in a double handed boat, both crews will receive equal points. 

11. Protests and Requests for Redress
. Any on the water infringements shall be exonerated by the boat taking the appropriate penalty. No protests will be heard. Disputes will be settled by arbitration

12. Safety Regulations
 A boat that retires from a race shall notify the race committee as soon as possible.
 All crew shall wear adequate personal buoyancy at all times while on the water. 

13. Prizes

14. Disclaimer of Liability
14.1 Competitors participate in the races entirely at their own risk. Competitors and their parents or guardians are entirely responsible throughout the event for themselves and their boats on land and on the water.

14.2 The Club will not accept any liability for material damage or personal injury or death sustained in conjunction with or prior to, during, or after the regatta.



15. Risk Statement

Rule 4 of the Racing Rules of Sailing states: “The responsibility for a boat’s decision to participate in a race or to continue to race is hers alone” Sailing by its nature is an unpredictable sport and therefore inherently involves an element of risk. By taking part in the event, each competitor agrees and acknowledges that: -

(a) They are aware of the inherent element of risk involved in the sport and accept responsibility for the exposure of themselves, their crew and their boat to such inherent risk whilst taking part in the event;

(b) They are responsible for the safety of themselves, their crew, their boat and their other property whether afloat or ashore;

(c) They accept responsibility for any injury, damage or loss to the extent caused by their own actions or omissions;

(d) Their boat is in good order, equipped to sail in the event and they are fit to participate;

(e) The provision of a race management team, patrol boats and other officials and volunteers by the event 

16. Insurance
 Each participating boat shall be insured with valid third-party liability insurance with a minimum cover of £2,000,000 or equivalent, for the duration of the event.

17 Use of Club boats

17.1 Club owned boats can be available to club members for the event on a first come basis and cannot be booked in advance
. 
17.2 Mast head flotation shall be used at all times on club owned GP14’s.

17.3 Anyone sailing a club boat that gets damaged, shall be liable for any repair cost.

17.4 There will be no booking of boats. Where a number of parties want to use a particular boat e.g., the RS200 or a laser, the helms names will be drawn from a hat.
